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TCIC/TLETS Operation Manual - Part 1 
TCIC/TLETS Training Mission 
To protect and preserve the lives and property of the citizens of the state of Texas by providing  accessible, accurate and quality training to ensure the proper use of the Texas Law Enforcement  Telecommunications System (TLETS) in support of the Texas law enforcement and criminal  justice community.  
This manual contains instructions designed to guide users in using the National Crime Information  Center (NCIC) system and is derived from the NCIC Operating Manual. No system can be  expected to produce results unless it is properly used. The standards and procedures set forth  should be strictly followed as every exception tends to degrade the system and the integrity of the  data stored in the NCIC. 
TCIC/TLETS Training Policy 
Only personnel employed by law enforcement or criminal justice agency may attend TCIC/TLETS  training. Non-sponsored students enrolled in a Basic Peace Officer Course (BPOC) may attend  TCIC/TLETS Mobile Access training, TCOLE #4800. These students must pass a criminal  background investigation before attending the training. Law enforcement or criminal justice  agency employees with access to information through TCIC/TLETS must attend TCIC/TLETS  training or receive training through an approved TCOLE academy.  
All users accessing information from TCIC/TLETS are required to complete training within six  months from the date of their assignment. All users must have a TLETS user ID before attending  TCIC/TLETS training. Authorized agencies must have a designated Terminal Agency Coordinator  (TAC) who shall request access for users via submission of the TLETS User Request Form (URF).  The form is submitted to TLETS Operations at TLETS.URF@dps.texas.gov. The user’s access to  TCIC/TLETS will determine which corresponding course is required. There is no fee for training  provided by the Texas Department of Public Safety, TCIC/TLETS Training.  
TCIC/TLETS Training Course Descriptions 
TCIC/TLETS Full Access (TCOLE #4802 - 24 hours):  
This in-person course is designed for users who perform all TCIC/NCIC functions. TLETS  training covers databases such as driver license, vehicle registration, Financial Responsibility  Verification Program (FRVP), International Justice and Public Safety Network (Nlets), Canadian  Police Information Centre (CPIC), and Interpol. In conjunction with TLETS databases, the training  provides law enforcement with the procedural knowledge to query, enter, modify, clear, and cancel  records, access Criminal History Record Information (CHRI), confirm hits, and send and receive  administrative messages. This course requires the TCIC/TLETS Full Access Manual. Users must  recertify every two years.
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TCIC/TLETS Less Than Full Access (TCOLE #4801 - 16 hours):  
This in-person course is designed for users who perform TCIC/NCIC functions. TLETS training  covers databases such as driver license, vehicle registration, Financial Responsibility Verification  Program (FRVP), International Justice and Public Safety Network (Nlets), Canadian Police  Information Centre (CPIC), and Interpol. In conjunction with TLETS databases, the training  provides law enforcement with the procedural knowledge to query records, access Criminal  History Record Information (CHRI), confirm hits, and send and receive administrative messages.  This course requires the TCIC/TLETS Less Than Full Access Manual. Users must recertify every  two years. 
TCIC/TLETS Mobile Access (TCOLE #4800 - 8 hours): 
This in-person course is designed for users who perform TCIC/NCIC functions. TLETS training  covers databases such as driver license, vehicle registration, and Financial Responsibility  Verification Program (FRVP). In conjunction with TLETS databases, the training provides law  enforcement with the procedural knowledge to query records and access Criminal History Record  Information (CHRI). This course requires the TCIC/TLETS Mobile Access Manual. Users must  recertify every two years. 
TCIC/TLETS Peace Officer Online (No TCOLE Credit): This online course is designed for  individuals with non-terminal access who request information and are eligible to receive returns  via radio, verbally, hard copy, or electronically following the CJIS Security Policy. TLETS  training covers databases such as driver license, vehicle registration, Financial Responsibility  Verification Program (FRVP), and International Justice and Public Safety Network (Nlets)  registration. In conjunction with TLETS databases, the certification provides law enforcement with  the knowledge to access TCIC/NCIC returns and Criminal History Record Information (CHRI).  This course requires the TCIC/TLETS Peace Officer Manual. Users must recertify every two  years. 
TCIC/TLETS Criminal Justice Practitioner Online (No TCOLE Credit): This online course is  designed for non-terminal access users present in a facility where criminal justice information is  processed or stored with hard copy access only. This role allows access to TCIC/NCIC Criminal  History Record Information (CHRI). TLETS training covers databases such as driver license,  vehicle registration, Financial Responsibility Verification Program (FRVP), and International  Justice and Public Safety Network (Nlets) registration. Jailers will only have hard copy access to  Continuity of Care (CCQ) if authorized. This course requires the TCIC/TLETS Criminal Justice  Practitioner Manual. Users must recertify every two years. 
TCIC/TLETS Terminal Agency Coordinator (TAC) (TCOLE #3814 - 8 hours): This in-person  course is designed for personnel designated to function as the Terminal Agency Coordinator  (TAC) and anyone that may be assigned to assist the TAC. This course covers recently  implemented database files, policy, and procedural compliance, audit, quality control, requesting  user access to TCIC/NCIC, and training. It is recommended personnel attend this course within  the first six months from the date of appointment or assignment. This course requires the  TCIC/TLETS Terminal Agency Coordinator Manual. No recertification required.
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TCIC/TLETS Associate Trainer (TCOLE #4804 - 32 hours): This in-person course is designed  for personnel who are responsible for TCIC/TLETS classroom instruction (TCOLE 4800, 4801, or 4802). Personnel interested in becoming an Associate Trainer must meet the following  requirements: 
• A minimum of two years of experience with TCIC/TLETS  
• Possess a current TCIC/TLETS Full Access certification (TCOLE #4802)  • Complete Associate Trainer Candidate Packet (located in Launchpad)  • Provide a Letter of Recommendation from the Agency Administrator on letterhead  • Provide a Candidate Letter of Interest 
DPS TCIC/TLETS Training recommends all Associate Trainers attend the TCOLE Basic  Instructor Certification Course (TCOLE #1014). Contact https://www.tcole.texas.gov/  
Attending this course does not guarantee becoming a DPS Associate Trainer. Upon successful  completion of the TCIC/TLETS Associate Trainer Course (TCOLE #4804), the Associate Trainer  shall conduct a minimum of one class per year. This is a TCIC Training requirement to maintain  certification as an Associate Trainer. The DPS Trainers will periodically observe an Associate  Trainer during any classroom training, with notice. It is encouraged for the Associate Trainer to  observe one course taught by a DPS Trainer.  
This course requires the TCIC/TLETS Associate Trainer Manual and TCIC/TLETS Full Access  Manual. Associate Trainers must recertify by attending the TCIC/TLETS Associate Trainer  Recertification Course (TCOLE #4805 – 8 hours) every two years.  
TCIC/TLETS Associate Trainer Recertification (TCOLE #4805 - 8 hours): This in-person  course is designed for current Associate Trainers. Attendees review current TCIC/NCIC policy  and procedures. This course will cover legislative updates, where applicable, and enhancements to  new and existing files. This course requires the use of the TCIC/TLETS Associate Trainer Manual.  All Associate Trainers must recertify every two years.  
Continuity of Care Online: This online course is designed for personnel at agencies with a facility  audited by the authority of the Texas Commission on Jail Standards. Agencies must have at least  one user with access to the Continuity of Care (CCQ). This online course includes examples of  information provided and the dissemination/storage of the return. This course requires the  TCIC/TLETS Continuity of Care Manual. Users must recertify every two years.  
TXGang (No TCOLE Credit): TXGang serves the criminal justice community by providing  access to a computerized index of records. The records contain criminal intelligence information  on criminal street gang activity in Texas. The community served includes criminal justice  personnel involved in the investigation, prosecution, or punishment for a criminal offense related  to a gang. An authorized user who is involved in the submission, query, dissemination, or retention  of information supporting a TXGang record must comply with the intelligence guidelines.
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Recertification Policy 
Recertification testing is completed online through DPS TCIC/TLETS Training Nextest  https://txletstraining.dps.texas.gov/nextest/ with the user’s TLETS username and password. The  user may also re-attend the appropriate level of classroom training. Failure to complete the  recertification test within one year from the date of expiration will require users to re-attend the  appropriate classroom training. 
All tests are open book. TCIC/TLETS Operation Manuals are available on Nextest Launch Pad  CJIS Training with the user’s TLETS Username and password. The user has eight hours to  complete the test once initiated. The user has three attempts to complete the test with a minimum  score of 75%. If the user scores less than 75%, the user must wait one hour before reattempting  the test. Users who are unsuccessful after three attempts will be locked out of testing and may be  required to re-attend classroom training.  
TLETS Access Interruption 
Personnel experiencing an interruption in TLETS access, greater than one-year, are required to  attend classroom training. Military personnel deployed with the U.S. Armed Forces will be granted  six months of access following their return to recertify online.  
TCOLE Credit 
Only personnel providing a valid Personal Identification Number (PID) on the accepted signature  roster will receive TCOLE credit for classroom training. 
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System Definition and Policy 
Nlets Description 
The International Justice and Public Safety Network (Nlets) https://www.nlets.org/ is made up of  representatives of law enforcement agencies from each of the 50 states, the District of Columbia,  Puerto Rico, US Virgin Islands, Guam, Canadian Police Information Centre (CPIC), Interpol and  federal law enforcement agencies. Nlets is incorporated under the laws of the state of Delaware  and is a non-profit organization whose purpose is to provide interstate communications to law  enforcement, criminal justice and other agencies involved in enforcement of laws. As a 501(c) (3)  not for profit organization, Nlets is solely funded by membership fees. 
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Nlets Administration 
Nlets is comprised of eight regions. Each region represents six or seven states and several federal  agencies that are grouped together to represent a regional community of interest. The chief  executive officer of each Nlets System Agency (NSA) for a state or other member agency will  appoint an individual to provide representation in the Nlets organization. The state representative  of each region elects a chairman and a vice chairman each year. The chairman represents the  region on the Nlets Board of Directors.  
Nlets is a secure network and system linking local, state, federal and international agencies together  to provide the capability to exchange criminal justice and public safety related information. Nlets  links NSAs together. Using an international standardized format, a local agency may transmit and  receive data from any other agency in a matter of seconds.  
A log of all transactions is kept providing system statistical reports and management information.  The Nlets system can receive, store and forward message traffic from and to all its user agencies.  Administrative message traffic on the system includes all types of free form criminal justice related  data from one point to one or more points. In addition, Nlets supports Query into state motor  vehicle, driver license, criminal history and other state, federal and international databases.  
Each Nlets member must designate an agency as the Nlets System Agency (NSA). This designated  agency is responsible for maintaining operational surveillance over the state end of the line and  for providing distribution services in and out of the Nlets network. The NSA is normally addressed  by using the two-character state code. The Department of Public Safety – Crime Records Division  is the NSA for the state of Texas, using the Point of Entry (POE) code of TX. 
Traffic is directed automatically to the destination ORI(s) on the state network. The NSA is  responsible for the expeditious delivery of messages to the designated destination ORI. An  exception to this rule is the distribution of statewide broadcast messages. Furthermore, no  information delivered from Nlets is to be used for any purposes other than that for which it was  originally requested. Exceptions to this rule allow:  
• The review of message traffic for quality control.  
• The usage of traffic for statistical analysis purposes.  
TLETS Description 
The Texas Law Enforcement Telecommunications System (TLETS) is a statewide  telecommunications network composed of computer terminals, interfaces and databases  representing municipal, county, state, federal, military law enforcement, and criminal justice  agencies in Texas. This network is controlled by a computerized electronic message switching  system located at the Texas Department of Public Safety in Austin.  
Member agencies have the capability of exchanging administrative messages and, when  authorized, have access to various databases enabling them to retrieve and enter computerized  data. Additionally, other law enforcement and criminal justice agencies, systems, files, and  services are available to TLETS members through the Nlets. 
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TLETS Network 
The Texas Law Enforcement Telecommunications System (TLETS) consists of a software  application and secure network services. Every message and transaction generated by a terminal  on the TLETS network is initially transmitted to the message broker over a dedicated circuit or  satellite wireless connection where it is validated for proper codes and formats. A record of each  message or transaction is made on electronic logging devices and then forwarded to its addressed  destination. In the event conditions exist that prevent the proper delivery of the  message/transaction to its addressed destination, the message switcher will automatically store this  message or transaction until such time as delivery is possible or notify the originator it was  discarded. 
TLETS Administration 
The Director of the Texas Department of Public Safety (TXDPS) has the direct responsibility for  the administrative control, access, and operation of the Texas Law Enforcement  Telecommunications System (TLETS). TLETS operates under a shared management concept.  TXDPS Information Technology manages the technical components of the system by design,  operation, circuits, and the satellite network (VSAT). The TXDPS Crime Records Division  manages the operations of the TLETS system by coordinating new agency membership, creating  new/maintaining existing database interfaces, user agreements, system management  responsibilities and other administrative matters pertaining to TLETS.  
National Crime Information Center 
The National Crime Information Center (NCIC) has been called the lifeline of law enforcement— an electronic clearinghouse of crime data that can be tapped into by virtually every criminal justice  agency nationwide, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. It helps criminal justice professionals  apprehend fugitives, locate missing persons, recover stolen property, and identify terrorists. It also  assists law enforcement officers in performing their duties more safely and provides information  necessary to protect the public. https://www.fbi.gov/services/cjis/ncic 
The National Crime Information Center (NCIC) is a nationwide computerized information system  established as a service to all criminal justice agencies – local, state, and federal. The goal of NCIC  is to help the criminal justice community perform its duties by providing and maintaining a  computerized filing system of accurate and timely documented criminal justice information. For  NCIC purposes, criminal justice information is defined as information collected by criminal justice  agencies that are needed for the performance of their legally authorized and required functions.  
This information includes wanted person information, missing person information, unidentified  person information, stolen property information, criminal history information, information  compiled during investigation of crimes that are known or believed on reasonable grounds to have  occurred, including information on identifiable individuals compiled to anticipate, prevent, or  monitor possible criminal activity. Criminal justice information can be electronic (paperless) or hard  copy (paper). 
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The NCIC database can best be described as a computerized filing system of documented criminal  justice information concerning crimes and criminals of nationwide interest and a locator file for  stolen property, missing and unidentified persons.  
Texas Crime Information Center 
The Texas Crime Information Center (TCIC) was established in the early 1970’s after the inception  of the National Crime Information Center (NCIC) in 1967. In 1987, the TCIC Training and Audit  sections were added in response to the NCIC’s 1984 nationwide audit requiring each state’s CJIS  Systems Agency (CSA) to establish training and audit programs, located at the TXDPS  headquarters in Austin, Texas. TCIC operates under the same policies and goals as NCIC.  
In accordance with NCIC policy the Texas Department of Public Safety (TXDPS) has designated  the Crime Records Division as the state’s CSA and the Chief of the Crime Records Division as the  state’s CJIS Systems Officer (CSO). TCIC training has established policies that satisfy NCIC  mandates and user needs.  
TCIC Operations is available 24 hours a day, seven days a week at 1-866-266-TCIC (8242) to  assist users with administrative matters and/or provide agency support.  
CJIS Systems Agency Concept 
NCIC operates under a shared management concept between the FBI and federal, state, local and  tribal criminal justice users. The Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) Advisory Policy  Board established a goal of having a single state agency assume responsibility as the CJIS Systems  Agency (CSA) by which NCIC System users in that state would access the various systems  managed by the FBI CJIS Division. The CSA is responsible for planning and providing necessary  hardware, software, funding, quality assurance and training for complete access to all CJIS  Division data services by all authorized agencies within the state.  
The Texas Department of Public Safety (TXDPS) has signed a User’s Agreement with the FBI  setting out the specific responsibilities, in the same manner as each local agency signs a User’s  Agreement with DPS. Each local agency will resolve NCIC problems with the CSA and the CSA  will resolve statewide problems with the FBI/NCIC. 
Terminal Agency Coordinators (TAC) 
Terminal agencies are required to designate an individual to function as their primary Terminal  Agency Coordinator (TAC). The TAC serves as the point-of-contact at the local agency for matters  relating to CJIS information access. The TAC administers CJIS systems programs within the local  agency and oversees the agency’s compliance with CJIS systems policies. (CJIS Policy 3.2.3) 
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TLETS/Nlets System Diagram

Local Agency/Regional Computer Interfaces 
Several Texas criminal justice agencies have internal computer systems interfaced into the TLETS  Switcher and provide TLETS and Nlets telecommunications message switching capabilities to  various terminals within that agency. These computer systems could also provide in-house  Information Management to their agencies. 
Registration and Title System (RTS) 
Texas Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) provides registration information for vehicles titled  in Texas from the Registration and Title System database (RTS).  
Financial Responsibility Verification Program (FRVP) 
The Texas Department of Insurance manages access to TexasSure. This program provides law  enforcement officers with potential verification of valid liability insurance for a vehicle. 
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Texas Department of Parks and Wildlife (TPWD) 
The Texas Parks and Wildlife provides boat registration information for boats registered in Texas. 
Texas Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) 
The Department of Health and Human Services provides for a data exchange to ensure continuity  of care for individuals with mental illness who are involved with the criminal justice system and  provide post-booking jail diversion opportunities to comply with Texas Commission of Jail  Standards. 
Texas Department of Criminal Justice (TDCJ) 
Texas Department of Criminal Justice provides, Corrections Tracking System, which includes  custody data on individuals who are currently or formerly supervised by TDCJ. 
Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS) The Department of Family and Protective Services provides the Foster Home Member Database. 
Driver License System (DLS) 
The Texas Department of Public Safety Driver License Division (DLD) is responsible for all driver  license records and identification card information issued in Texas. DLS is the repository for  driver information, status, and history.  
Out-of-State Databases 
These databases provide computerized record information on driver license, registration, stolen  and wanted information and criminal history record information to authorized users on the TLETS. • Driver License Information 
• Vehicle Registration 
• Boat Registration 
• Criminal History Record Information 
• Probation, Parole and Corrections Information 
Canadian Police Information Centre (CPIC) 
Nlets supports exchanging criminal justice and criminal justice related information with Canada.  A variety of information is available through the Canadian Police Information Center.  
International Criminal Police Organization (Interpol) 
The International Criminal Police Organization is an inter-governmental organization helps police  in member countries to work together to make the world a safer place. To do this, INTERPOL  enables them to share and access data on crimes and criminals and offers a range of technical and  operational support. 
National Insurance Crime Bureau (NICB) 
The National Insurance Crime Bureau is a crime prevention organization assisting law  enforcement to lead a united effort of insurers, law enforcement agencies and representatives of 
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the public to prevent and combat insurance fraud and crime through data analytics, investigations,  learning and development, government affairs and public affairs. 
Law Enforcement Support Center (LESC) 
The Law Enforcement Support Center is a national enforcement operations facility administered  by U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE), the largest investigative agency in the  Department of Homeland Security (DHS). The LESC is a national point of contact that provides  timely immigration status, identity information and assistance to local, state, and federal law  enforcement agencies on aliens suspected, arrested, or convicted of criminal activity. The center  protects and defends the United States by sharing timely and relevant ICE information with our  law enforcement partners around the world.  
National Center for Missing and Exploited Children  
The National Center for Missing & Exploited Children is a non-profit corporation whose mission  is to help find missing children, reduce child sexual exploitation, and prevent child victimization.  NCMEC works with families, victims, private industry, law enforcement and the public to assist  with preventing child abductions, recovering missing children and providing services to deter and  combat child sexual exploitation.

Federal Agency Access 
Nlets provides access to various federal agencies through administrative messages.

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System Access Policies 
TLETS/Nlets Security & Access Policy 
Texas Law Enforcement Telecommunications System (TLETS) and the International Justice and  Public Safety Network (Nlets) are designed exclusively for use by criminal justice agencies in  conducting their lawfully authorized duties within their respective jurisdictions. Data obtained  over these systems may only be disseminated to criminal justice agencies as defined by state statute  and federal regulations. Each agency must ensure that TLETS terminals and/or terminals on local  systems, which have access to TLETS, are secure from unauthorized use.  
The terminal site and related infrastructures (including police vehicles if they house equipment  which provides access to the CJIS network), must always have adequate physical security to  protect against all unauthorized access of computer devices, access devices and printed and stored  data. A physically secure location is a criminal justice facility, an area, a room, a group of rooms  or a police vehicle that are subject to criminal justice agency management control and which  contain hardware, software and/or firmware that provide access to the CJIS network.  
Law enforcement and criminal justice sensitive facilities and restricted areas shall be prominently  posted and separated from non-sensitive facilities and non-restricted areas by physical barriers that  restrict unauthorized access. Every physical access point to sensitive facilities or restricted areas  housing information systems that access, process, or display CJIS data shall be controlled during  both working and non-working hours.  
The agency shall control physical access by authenticating visitors before authorizing escorted  access to the physically secure location (except for those areas designated as publicly accessible).  The agency shall always escort visitors and monitor visitor activity. (CJIS Security Policy 5.9)  
No information delivered from Nlets is to be used for any purposes other than that for which it was  originally requested, except to review message traffic for quality control or for statistical analysis  purposes.  
Criminal Justice Information Service  
A criminal justice agency is defined as a court, a government agency or any subunit of a  government agency which performs the administration of criminal justice pursuant to a statute or  executive order and which allocates a substantial part of its annual budget to the administration of  criminal justice. State and federal Inspectors General Offices are included. 
The administration of criminal justice is defined as the detection, apprehension, detention, pretrial  release, post-trial release, prosecution, adjudication, correctional supervision, or rehabilitation of  accused persons or criminal offenders. It also includes criminal identification activities, the  collection, storage and dissemination of criminal history record information and criminal justice  employment. 
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Administration of criminal justice includes crime prevention programs to the extent access to  criminal history record information is limited to law enforcement agencies for law enforcement  programs (e.g., record checks of individuals who participate in Neighborhood Watch or safe house  programs) and the result of such checks will not be disseminated outside the law enforcement  agency. 
Access to criminal history record information (CHRI) is regulated by Title 28, Code of Federal  Regulations, Section 20.33(a) (1), which allows dissemination of CHRI to criminal justice  agencies for criminal justice purposes. Off-duty officers are not prohibited from accessing CHRI,  but it becomes a question regarding whether the off-duty officer will be “switching hats” from off 
duty officer/civilian to an active on-duty police officer. The fact they are a commissioned peace  officer does not authorize an individual to make inquiries into the system. Access to the  TCIC/TLETS is granted to law enforcement agencies for the purpose of performing the  administration of criminal justice. Therefore, access will depend upon whether that individual is  functioning, at the time of inquiry, in the capacity of a law enforcement officer, performing a  criminal justice function. 
Violations could result in the termination of access of a user or service to the agency. Individuals,  businesses, organizations, government entities and criminal defense functions are not defined as  criminal justice agencies, to include code enforcement (parking and animal control), tax, county,  or municipal offices, and are not authorized to access under the above regulations. Non-criminal  justice entities may obtain certain information and data directly from the agencies responsible for  information such as vehicle and boat registration or driver license data. 
5.12.1 Personnel Screening Requirements for Individuals Requiring  Unescorted Access to Unencrypted CJI  
1. To verify identification, state of residency and national fingerprint-based record checks shall  be conducted prior to granting access to CJI for all personnel who have unescorted access to  unencrypted CJI or unescorted access to physically secure locations or controlled areas (during  times of CJI processing). However, if the person resides in a different state than that of the  assigned agency, the agency shall conduct state (of the agency) and national fingerprint-based  record checks and execute a NLETS CHRI IQ/FQ/AQ query using purpose code C, E, or J  depending on the circumstances. When appropriate, the screening shall be consistent with:  
a. 5 CFR 731.106; and/or  
b. Office of Personnel Management policy, regulations, and guidance; and/or  c. agency policy, regulations, and guidance.  
Supplemental Guidance:  
d. Federal entities bypassing state repositories in compliance with federal law may not  be required to conduct a state fingerprint-based record check.  
e. See Appendix J for applicable guidance regarding noncriminal justice agencies  performing adjudication of civil fingerprint submissions.  
f. Fingerprint-based record checks may not be required for all cloud provider  personnel depending upon the type of service offering and access to encryption  keys. 
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g. See Appendix G.3 for guidance on personnel screening requirements specific to  cloud environments.  
2. All requests for access shall be made as specified by the CSO. The CSO, or their designee, is  authorized to approve access to CJI. All CSO designees shall be from an authorized criminal  justice agency.  
3. If a record of any kind exists, access to CJI shall not be granted until the CSO or his/her  designee reviews the matter to determine if access is appropriate.  
a. If a felony conviction of any kind exists, the Interface Agency shall deny access to  CJI. However, the Interface Agency may ask for a review by the CSO in  extenuating circumstances where the severity of the offense and the time that has  passed would support a possible variance.  
b. Applicants with a record of misdemeanor offense(s) may be granted access if the  CSO, or his or her designee, determines the nature or severity of the misdemeanor  offense(s) do not warrant disqualification. The Interface Agency may request the  CSO review a denial of access determination. This same procedure applies if the  person is found to be a fugitive or has an arrest history without conviction.  
c. If a record of any kind is found on a contractor, the Criminal Government Agency  (CGA) shall be formally notified, and system access shall be delayed pending  review of the criminal history record information. The CGA shall in turn notify the  contractor’s security officer.  
4. If the person appears to be a fugitive or has an arrest history without conviction, the CSO or  his/her designee shall review the matter to determine if access to CJI is appropriate.  5. If the person already has access to CJI and is subsequently arrested and or convicted, continued  access to CJI shall be determined by the CSO. This does not implicitly grant hiring/firing  authority with the CSA, only the authority to grant access to CJI. For offenses other than  felonies, the CSO has the latitude to delegate continued access determinations to his or her  designee.  
6. If the CSO or his/her designee determines that access to CJI by the person would not be in the  public interest, access shall be denied, and the person's appointing authority shall be notified  in writing of the access denial.  
7. The granting agency shall maintain a list of personnel who have been authorized unescorted  access to unencrypted CJI and shall, upon request, provide a current copy of the access list to  the CSO.  
It is recommended individual background re-investigations be conducted every five years unless  Rap Back is implemented. 
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Texas CJIS System Access for Applicants or Employees  
The CJIS System Access Policy applies to commissioned peace officers, terminal operators, and  others with network access to CJIS systems as well as an employee who may have access to an  area where this information is received, maintained, or stored either manually or electronically. To  establish a practical process for screening in Texas that is consistent with the CJIS Security Policy  requirements, TXDPS is applying the criminal history background screening requirements within  the Texas Commission on Law Enforcement (TCOLE) licensing rules to persons requesting access  to the Texas and national CJIS systems.

The TXDPS does not need to review every applicant. Local agency administrators may authorize  or deny access to the Texas and FBI systems. When the local criminal justice agency is reviewing  an individual’s criminal history record information, the TXDPS considers a deferred adjudication  as though it was a conviction for screening purposes. In instances where there are any questions,  please contact the Manager of the Crime Information Bureau. 
Both Class A and B convictions/deferred adjudications can receive an agency sponsored waiver  after five years from final disposition. If approved, agency sponsored waivers are only valid at  that agency and cannot transfer with the individual. Offenses that were committed while the  individual was a juvenile will receive the same consideration and will be held to the same standard  as adult offenses. Agencies may apply for an agency sponsored waiver for the individual within  five years from the final disposition regardless of the level of the offense (felony or misdemeanor),  unless the individual was tried as an adult.
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The agency head must articulate in writing that mitigating circumstances existed with the case and  must attest to the value of the individual to the criminal justice community. The request shall also  include a statement that the public interest would be served by reducing the denial period. TCOLE Licensed Personnel 
TXDPS will allow access to the Texas and FBI systems when a peace officer, communications  officer or corrections officer has a valid active license from the Texas Commission on Law  Enforcement (TCOLE). The officer’s access will not be revoked if the TCOLE license remains  valid and active regardless of any criminal history background.  
Dissemination Policies  
NCIC Dissemination Policies 
The data stored in the NCIC system, and the Interstate Identification Index (III) files are  documented criminal justice information and must be protected to ensure correct, legal, and  efficient dissemination and use. It is incumbent upon every agency operating an NCIC terminal to  implement the necessary procedures to make that terminal secure from any unauthorized use.  Departure from this responsibility warrants the removal of the offending terminal from further  NCIC participation.  
Information can be obtained from NCIC and the III files both directly and indirectly. Direct access  is terminal access and dissemination within that terminal agency. Indirect access is non-terminal  access outside of an agency with direct access. The individual receiving a request for criminal  justice information must ensure the person requesting the information is authorized to receive the  data. Unauthorized request or receipt of NCIC material could result in administrative or criminal  proceedings brought against the agencies and/or the individuals involved. 
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Motor Vehicle Record Dissemination Policies 
Texas Transportation Code Section §730.004  
Prohibition on Disclosure and Use of Personal Information from Motor Vehicle Records Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary, including Chapter 522, Government  Code, except as provided by Sections 730.005-730.007, an agency may not disclose personal  information about any person obtained by the agency in connection with a motor vehicle record. 
Driver Privacy Protection 18 U.S.C. Article §2721  
Prohibition on Release and Use of Certain Personal Information from State Motor Vehicle Records a) In General. A state department of motor vehicles and any officer, employee, or contractor  thereof, shall not knowingly disclose or otherwise make available to any person or entity:  1) personal information, as defined in 18 U.S.C. 2725(3), about any individual obtained by  the department in connection with a motor vehicle record, except as provided in subsection  (b) of this section; or  
2) highly restricted personal information, as defined in 18 U.S.C. §2725(4), about any  individual obtained by the department in connection with a motor vehicle record, without  the express consent of the person to whom such information applies, except uses permitted  in subsections (b)(1), (b)(4), (b)(6) and (b)(9): Provided, that subsection (a)(2) shall not in  any way affect the use of organ donation information on an individual's driver's license or  affect the administration of organ donation initiatives in the states. 
18 U.S. Code §2725. Definitions  
1) "Motor Vehicle Record" means any record that pertains to a motor vehicle operator's permit,  motor vehicle title, motor vehicle registration or identification card issued by a department of  motor vehicles.  
2) "Person" means an individual, organization or entity, but does not include a State or agency  thereof. 
3) "Personal Information" means information that identifies an individual, including an  individual's photograph, social security number, driver identification number, name, address  (but not the 5-digit zip code), telephone number and medical or disability information, but does  not include information on vehicular accidents, driving violations and driver's status.1  
4) "Highly Restricted Personal Information" means an individual's photograph or image, social  security number, medical or disability information; and 
5) "Express Consent" means consent in writing, including consent conveyed electronically that  bears an electronic signature as defined in section 106(5) of Public Law 106–229.  
Texas Transportation Code Section §521.060  
Emergency Contact and Medical Information Databases  
a) The department shall maintain in its files a record of the name, address, and telephone number  of everyone identified by the holder of a driver's license or personal identification certificate  as an individual the holder authorizes to be contacted in the event that the holder is injured or  dies in or as a result of a vehicular accident or another emergency situation. In addition, the  department shall maintain in its files a record of any medical information described by Section  521.125(a) that is provided to the department under Subsection (c) or any health condition  information that is voluntarily provided to the department under Section 521.142(h).
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b) A record maintained by the department under Subsection (a) is confidential and, on request,  may be disclosed:  
1) only to a peace officer in this or another state.  
2) only if the peace officer is otherwise authorized to obtain information in the driver's  license or personal identification certificate files of the department; and 
3) only for the purpose, as applicable, of contacting a named individual to report the injury to  or death of the holder of the driver's license or personal identification certificate, learning  the nature of any medical information reported by the person who holds the driver's license  or identification certificate or learning whether the person who holds the driver's license or  identification certificate has a health condition that may impede communications with the  peace officer. 
Non-Law Enforcement Access to TXDMV 
The Texas Department of Motor Vehicles allows individuals or companies to establish a motor  vehicle Query account allowing access through a secure website for: City/county code  enforcement, auto dealers, auto auction, wrecker services, salvage yards, insurance companies,  bank, credit unions, title services and collection agencies, university, colleges and private  investigators. Vehicle Registration information obtained through TLETS may not be released to  private citizens for any reason.  
To request personal information, citizens complete a Request for Texas Motor Vehicle Information  (VTR-275) form and certify the information will be used for a lawful, permitted purpose.  Information can be found on the DMV website - http://www.txdmv.gov  
Non-Law Enforcement Access to Driver License Records 
It is a TLETS violation for an agency to run a driver license record for non-law enforcement  purposes, including insurance on those who operate city or county vehicles. A municipal or county  tax office, code enforcement or other non-criminal justice agencies may obtain driver license  information from DPS E-Commerce section at: E.Commerce@dps.texas.gov or 512-424-2032.  TXDPS DLD will respond to eligible non-law enforcement requests for information stored in the  driver license record database. TXDPS does not support requests for out-of-state Driver License  information for non-law enforcement purposes.

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Criminal History Record Information (CHRI) Dissemination Policies 
The Privacy Act of 1974 requires the FBI’s CJIS Division to maintain an audit trail of the purpose  for each disclosure of a criminal history record and the recipient of each record. Therefore, all III  query and record request messages must include the purpose for which the subject’s record  information is to be used. In addition to the purpose code requirement for each III transaction, all  users are required to provide the reason for all III transactions upon request by the NCIC System  managers/representatives, CSA representatives and local agency administrators. While the  purpose code provides some lead information, it only provides a minimal audit trail. Requiring the  reason for all III inquiries will assist in ensuring that III transactions are run for authorized purposes  and that purpose codes are correctly used. 
Automated Logging of Criminal History Record Information  Automated logging occurs when an operator completes the ORI, Operator, Requestor, Attention,  the reason requested and identifiers fields in QH/QR inquiries.  
Secondary Dissemination of CHRI 
Secondary dissemination is the release of CJI from an agency to an authorized recipient agency  that has not been previously identified in a formal information exchange agreement. If CHRI is  released to another authorized agency, that is not part of the agency’s primary information  exchange agreement(s), the releasing agency must log such dissemination (Per CJIS Security  Policy 5.1.3).  
A secondary dissemination log shall be maintained for a minimum of one year on all CHRI transactions. The log shall clearly identify the operator, the authorized receiving agency, and the  secondary recipient.  
Michael Morton Act  
Morton was convicted in 1987 and sentenced to life in prison for the murder of his wife. He was  exonerated in 2011 after DNA testing connected another man to the brutal crime. In their  investigation, Morton's lawyers discovered the prosecutor in the original case had withheld critical  evidence pointing to the real killer which would have spared Morton the quarter-century he spent  behind bars. Since his exoneration, Morton has lobbied lawmakers to pass legislation preventing  others from suffering the same fate.  
Under Texas Code of Criminal Procedure Article §39.14 Discovery, prosecutors are required to  turn over evidence to defendants accused of crimes and to keep a record of the evidence they  disclose. The landmark 1963 U.S. Supreme Court ruling in Brady v. Maryland already requires  prosecutors to give defendants information material either to guilt or to punishment. The Morton  Act requires disclosure of evidence regardless of its materiality to guilt or punishment. A court  order must be granted for the defense to view the criminal history record information. 
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Texas Code of Criminal Procedure Article 39.14. DISCOVERY.  
(a) Subject to the restrictions provided by Section 264.408, Family Code, and Article 39.15 of this  code, as soon as practicable after receiving a timely request from the defendant the state shall  produce and permit the inspection and the electronic duplication, copying, and photographing, by  or on behalf of the defendant, of any offense reports, any designated documents, papers, written  or recorded statements of the defendant or a witness, including witness statements of law  enforcement officers but not including the work product of counsel for the state in the case and  their investigators and their notes or report, or any designated books, accounts, letters,  photographs, or objects or other tangible things not otherwise privileged that constitute or contain  evidence material to any matter involved in the action and that are in the possession, custody, or  control of the state or any person under contract with the state. The state may provide to the  defendant electronic duplicates of any documents or other information described by this article.  The rights granted to the defendant under this article do not extend to written communications  between the state and an agent, representative, or employee of the state. This article does not  authorize the removal of the documents, items, or information from the possession of the state,  and any inspection shall be in the presence of a representative of the state. 
Storage and Destruction of CHRI 
When CHRI is stored, agencies shall establish appropriate administrative, technical, and physical  safeguards to ensure the security and confidentiality of the information. These records shall be  stored for extended periods only when they are key elements for the integrity and/or utility of case  files and/or criminal record files (Per CJIS Security Policy 4.2.4). 
CHRI shall be securely disposed of when no longer required, using formal procedures. Formal  procedures for the secure disposal or destruction of physical media shall minimize the risk of  sensitive information compromise by unauthorized individuals. Physical media shall be destroyed  by shredding or incineration. Agencies shall ensure the disposal or destruction is witnessed or  carried out by authorized personnel (Per CJIS Security Policy 5.8).
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CHRI Related Laws 
Access to Certain Information by Public  
Texas Government Code Section §411.135  
a) Any person is entitled to obtain from the department: 
1) any information described as public information under Chapter 62, Code of Criminal  Procedure, including, to the extent available, a recent photograph of each person subject to  registration under that chapter; and  
2) criminal history record information maintained by the department that relates to the  conviction of or a grant of deferred adjudication to a person for any criminal offense,  including arrest information that relates to the conviction or grant of deferred adjudication. 
b) The department by rule shall design and implement a system to respond to electronic inquiries  and other inquiries for information described by Subsection (a).  
c) A person who obtains information from the department under Subsection (a) may:  1) use the information for any purpose; or  
2) release the information to any other person.  
The public may obtain Texas conviction and/or deferred adjudication records of an offender  directly from the DPS Public Site https://publicsite.dps.texas.gov/ConvictionNameSearch/. For  further information, contact the Criminal History Inquiry Unit at 512-424-5079. 
Dissemination of Criminal History Record Information 
Texas Government Code Section §411.083  
a. Criminal history record information is confidential information for the use of the department  and, except as provided by this subchapter or Subchapter E-1, may not be disseminated by the  department. 
b. The department shall grant access to criminal history record information to: 1. criminal justice agencies. 
2. noncriminal justice agencies authorized by federal statute or executive order or by state  statute to receive criminal history record information. 
3. the person who is the subject of the criminal history record information.  
DPS Crime Records Division disseminates criminal history information to the person who is the  subject of the criminal history record information. Agencies receiving such requests from citizens  should direct them to the Crime Records Service Criminal History Inquiry Unit at (512) 424-5079.  There is a fee charged for this service.
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Unauthorized Obtaining Use or Disclosure of Criminal History Record  Information; Penalty. 
Texas Government Code Section §411.085  
1. A person commits an offense if the person knowingly or intentionally:  a. obtains criminal history record information in an unauthorized manner, uses the  information for an unauthorized purpose or discloses the information to a person who is  not entitled to the information; or 
b. violates a rule of the department adopted under this subchapter.  
2. An offense under Subsection (a) is a Class B misdemeanor, except as provided by Subsection  (c). 
3. An offense under Subsection (a) is a felony of the second degree if the person:  a. obtains, uses, or discloses criminal history record information for remuneration or for the  promise of remuneration; or  
b. employs another person to obtain, use or disclose criminal history record information for  remuneration or for the promise of remuneration.  
4. The department shall provide a copy of this section to: 
a. each person who applies for access to criminal history record information maintained by  the department; and 
b. each private entity purchasing criminal history record information from the department.  
Sanctions for System Misuse 
The TLETS Agency/Equipment Agreement outlines the duties and responsibilities of the  Department of Public Safety and your agency. This agreement is executed by the agency  administrator (chief, sheriff, or agency administrator) and the director of TXDPS.  
TCIC/TLETS violations must be reported to TCIC Audit. Violations of the TLETS rules,  regulations, policies and procedures or any other misuse of the system will result in a formal  notification to the agency administrator. The agency is responsible for determining disciplinary  actions to include termination or criminal prosecution. The Department of Public Safety reserves  the right to immediately suspend service to an agency when applicable policies are violated.

Vehicle Registration 
Registration information for vehicles titled in Texas is available through TLETS from the Texas  Department of Motor Vehicles (TXDMV) Registration and Title System (RTS). Registration for  vehicles registered in other states is available through Nlets. Vehicle registration information  obtained from the TLETS and Nlets systems is to be used for criminal justice and law enforcement  purposes only and shall not be disseminated to the public. It is not to be used in the collection of  parking tickets or taxes.

Effective September 1st, 2019, the Samuel Allen Law allows anyone diagnosed with a  communication impediment the option for disclosure when registering their vehicle with the Texas  Department of Motor Vehicles. The Vehicle/Boat Part File contains records for any serially numbered component from a vehicle  or boat and ownership documentation for a vehicle or boat. Part records remain active for the  balance of the year of entry plus four years.  
The Stored/Abandoned Vehicle File contains records for vehicles stored on police property or in  a licensed storage facility. Stored/Abandoned vehicle records remain in TCIC for one year from  the date of entry.

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Nlets LoJack Transaction  
LoJack is a Stolen Vehicle Recovery System currently operational in 26 states. The LoJack system  components include computer systems interfaced to Law Enforcement agencies in such a way that  the entry of a stolen vehicle report by law enforcement will result in the activation of a LoJack  Unit in the stolen vehicle so the police can quickly find and recover the stolen vehicle.  
When the stolen vehicle is activated, police vehicles equipped with LoJack tracking devices  receive signal strength, direction and a five-character Reply Code from the stolen vehicle. 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NCIC Gun File  
For NCIC purposes, a gun is defined as any weapon, including a starter gun, which is designed to  or may be readily converted to expel a projectile by air, carbon dioxide or the action of an  explosive. Included in this definition are antique guns, cannons, machine guns, pistols, rifles,  shotguns, the frame, or receiver of any such weapon, any firearm muffler or firearm silencer,  destructive devices such as grenades, mines, missiles and rockets and disguised guns such as knife  guns, pen guns, belt buckles and cane guns. BB guns are excluded and should be entered in the  Article File because the manufacturers of BB guns are not bound by the same statutes as are the  manufacturers of the above-mentioned weapons.  
A recovered gun is defined as an abandoned, seized or found weapon for which no stolen or lost  report is on file. A record for a lost or missing gun might be traceable to a crime and may assist in  the identification of a recovered gun. A record may be entered for a weapon believed to have been  used in the commission of a felony if documented in the case file and the location of the weapon  is unknown. Records for stolen, lost or felony guns remain on file indefinitely. Recovered gun  records remain active for the balance of the year of entry plus two years.

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NCIC Wanted Person File  
NCIC defines a wanted person as an individual (including a juvenile who will be tried as an adult)  with an outstanding warrant on file meeting the following criteria: federal warrant, felony, or  serious misdemeanor warrant class B or above or a probation or parole violator for a federal, felony  or serious misdemeanor crime. Wanted person records can be entered for lower offenses if the  entering agency is willing to extradite or transport within the state.  
Juveniles may be entered if they meet the following criteria: charged with the commission of a  delinquent act considered a crime if committed by an adult and who has fled from the state where  the act was committed or adjudged delinquent and has escaped from an institution or agency with  the legal custody or supervision of such juvenile or who has absconded while on probation or  parole. Juvenile status is determined by the laws of the state of residence of the parent, guardian  or agency entitled to legal custody of such juvenile.  
Wanted person records have an indefinite retention period.  
Temporary Felony Want 
A temporary felony want record, may be entered to establish a "want" entry when a law  enforcement agency needs to take prompt action to apprehend a person (including a juvenile) who  has committed, or the officer has reasonable grounds to believe has committed, a felony. This  individual may seek refuge by fleeing across jurisdictional boundaries while circumstances prevent  the immediate acquisition of a warrant. 
A temporary felony want record must be specifically identified as such. The warrant for the arrest  of the individual must be obtained as soon as possible and thereafter, the temporary felony want  record must be either canceled and a permanent wanted person record must be entered or the record  must be modified to the permanent wanted person record. A temporary felony want record will be  retired at the end of 48 hours, and a $.P. administrative message will be sent to the originating  agency.

The MKEs QW, QWA, QWE, QWF, QWS and ZW are used for Wanted Person File inquiries.  Record responses will be filtered based on each individual MKE used at the time of query.

Name Matching 
The technique used to match the name in a query with the name in a record on file in NCIC is  called the New York State Identification and Intelligence System (NYSIIS). NYSIIS coding is  used in the Name (NAM), Alias (AKA), Person with Information Alias (PAK), Person with  Information Name (PIN) and Protected Person Name (PPN) Fields of the person files and the  Owner (OWN) Field of the Securities File where the owner is an individual. When the query  includes both NAM and DOB, primary hits are determined by using a phonetic encoding of the  last name and an exact match on the input month, day, and year of birth. An extended NYSIIS  algorithm is used.  
• If the input last name corresponds to a name within a list of common surnames, the primary  hit is further qualified by comparing the first character of the input given name to the first  character of a given name on a person's record.  
• If the input given name corresponds to a list of NCIC nicknames, it is replaced by a  corresponding proper name specified in the nickname for search purposes. For example, Bill  is replaced with William and Betty is replaced with Elizabeth.  
• If the input last name contains a hyphen (-), primary hits\s are determined by using each  hyphenated name part as a last name as well as all combinations of the hyphenated name parts.  For example, a surname of Saenz-Parada-Lopez will be searched as Saenz-Parada-Lopez,  Saenz-Lopez-Parada, Lopez-Parada-Saenz, Lopez-Saenz-Parada, Parada-Lopez-Saenz,  Parada-Saenz-Lopez, Saenz, Parada and Lopez. 
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
